About Utica College

Utica College is a private, independent institution
that offers the wide range of academic programs,
excellent faculty, and diversity of a large university
while at the same time providing the personalized
learning environment of a small college. The College
provides a unique educational experience through
the integration of liberal and professional study.

Approximately 3,000 students attend Utica College.
The student population represents a wide variety of
cultural, ethnic, and socio-economic backgrounds.

Attractions and Points of Interest

The prestigious Munson-Williams-Proctor Arts Insti-
tute is an internationally recognized museum with
one of the nest art collections in the Northeast. The
outstanding permanent collection includes works by
Picasso, Dali, Calder, Moore, Pollack, and Burch eld,
to name just a few. The institute and its School of Art,
which is af liated with Pratt Institute, host tours, art
exhibits, performances, and other events year-round.

The Stanley Performing Arts Center, a 3,000-seat
architectural treasure built is 1928, is home to the
Broadway Theatre League, the Great Artist Series, the
Mohawk Valley Ballet, and the Utica Symphony Or-
chestra. The center hosts major theatrical and musical
productions throughout the year. (5 minutes)

The F.X. Matt Brewing Company, maker of Saranac
brand beer and soft drinks, is the second longest-
operating brewery in the country. The brewery offers
daily tours, which include a trolley ride and visit to
the 1888 Victorian décor tavern. (5 minutes)

The National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum,
located in Cooperstown, the mythical birthplace of
baseball, is a shrine to the game’s past and its great-
est players. The museum hosts daily tours, permanent
and traveling exhibits, and special events throughout
the year. (55 minutes)

Airports

Hancock International Airport, 50 miles to the west in
Syracuse, offers connections with many major airlines.
To reach Utica from Hancock, take 1-81 South to 1-90
(NYS Thruway) East.

Albany International Airport is only 90 miles away

from Utica. Take 1-87 North to I-90 (NYS Thruway) West.

Parking

The Utica College campus has specially designated
areas for visitors and special events. For more in-

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Utica College is located in Utica, N.Y., 50 miles east of
Syracuse and 90 miles west of Albany. Utica is approx-
imately ve hours by car from New York City, Boston,
Philadelphia, and Montreal.

From points east and west

Travel the New York State Thruway 1-90 to Exit 31
(Utica).Follow the signs carefully to Route 12 South
and take the Burrstone Road/Utica College eXle
exit ramp ends at a stop light; take a left onto Burr-
stone Road West and look for the sign marking the
entrance to Utica College (on the right).

From New York City

Take the New York State Thruway 1-87 North to 1-90
West. See the previous paragraph for directions from
the Thruway.

From Pennsylvania and Southern New Jersey

Take 1-81 North or other connecting routes to Route
12. Follow Route 12 North to Utica. Exit at Burrstone
Road/Utica College. Follow the exit ramp to Burrstone
Road West and look for the sign marking the en-
trance to Utica College (on the right).

From the north

Take Route 12 South to Utica. Exit at Burrstone Road/
Utica College. The exit ramp ends at a stop light; take

a left onto Burrstone Road West and look for the sign

marking the entrance to Utica College (on the right).
